My Dream House

Task rules for the students and teachers
1. Participation in a European Intercomprehension Contest (Bulgaria, Finland Germany, Portugal and Spain) about “My dream house”
2. Each country selects/produces 4 presentations of the students on “My dream house”

3. Students work in groups (3 members each group)

4. In order to find elements (feedback) for the presentations, students search on the web houses from the participating countries (pages in all languages except English and their mother tongue). Note: at least one page from each participating country is compulsory to find.

5. Students create and apply selection criteria according to their wishes.
6. Students produce a (multi)media document about their dream house – picture and a short (selling) text in their own language to describe its advantages.

7. The teacher translates the 4 texts for the other teachers to a common language (e.g. English) so that they will be able to give hints.
8. Students send their presentations to ALL the participants in the contest.
9. Each class selects the best “Dream house” from all the presentations and writes a small text (in the mother tongue) to justify their choice.

10. The teacher translates this text for the other teachers to a common language (e.g. English) so that they will be able to give hints

11. The ideal house of everybody’s dreams is found.
12. Students self-assess their work and their learning results by using the documents created for that purpose
13.  Teachers collect all the materials produced by themselves and by the students (including the assessment documents) and send them to Leonor.
